-Mark 13:28

As I was using the leaf blower on the needles and cones that thickly car-
peted the sidewalks and steps behind and alongside the Rectory the other
day, I found myself reflecting upon the bald cypress tree that created the
mess.

Over the years I have come to really appreciate and value this tree. It has
a beautiful shape. Its dense foliage in the summer creates a wonderful
shade that keeps the back of the house cool. In the autumn, I am inspired
when it turns a glorious red-brown color, especially when I step out the
sacristy door and the sun is shimmering through the branches. When it
sheds its needles the Rectory receives the benefits of the unfiltered sun-
light. There is also reason to believe that the cypress has assisted in con-
trolling the basement flooding that has been an issue in the church build-
ings for years. As a species specialized to swampy conditions, it tends to
soak up a great deal of water which otherwise we might have to sop up
ourselves.

The cypress’ fan base goes beyond my appreciation. It is a bird magnet, as
many species of our feathered friends eat the insects that find a home
along its twigs (an armchair bird watchers dreaml!). Squirrels find its
branches good for nesting, and they eat the seeds. Our greyhound
Sampson finds in the piles of aromatic needles a soft bed on which to
bask in the sun.
